Hints to Church Choirs.

be of some benefit to church choirs generally. Having had some experi-

ence along this line I thought it would not be out of place in this book
to offer my fellow-laborers a part of my own plan in choir singing, which are to
be taken not as rules laid down by me, but simply as hints.

IN the fullowing pages I want to make a few suggestions that will probably

To begin ou this line I want to state, first, that choir singing, during a regu-
lar church service, is one of the questionable features of the service. Kvery
one who goes to meeting and hears the choir sing, has something 1o say about
it. One says, ‘1 don’t like to hear a choir sing during service; its all style and

there’s no real good in it.”

Another says, ‘““The choir didn’t sing well to-day because Miss A. was absent.
I think if she were to quit singing the choir would fall through.”

Another says, ‘‘I don’t think the choir ought to select such songs as no one
knows; they ought to sing something that everybody can sing.’ |

Possibly this person strikes the key-note when he says that the choir ought
to sing something that everybody can sing. So, dear choir member, vou see
that you are in a position to be spoken of by the entire congregation. Then it
becomes your duty to find a way to carry out this part of the church work so

as to do the most good and reach the best results.

Second, the choirin itself often makes a serious blunder in the preparation
of ‘“Sunday song,”’ by losing too much time in practicing anthems, chants and
andantes. I think such music ought seldom be used during service. Don’t
understand me to say that it should not be used at all. I don’t mean that, but
I simply mean that more time should be given -to the preparation of songs that
your congregation can help to sing, rather than too many anthems; for, indeed,
in most cases, when you sing an anthem, the congregation can but sit and listen
to you, and by so doing, they are obliged to miss that part of the szrvices that
is everybody’s privilege. Keep in miud that your audience is not a crowd of
spectators at an opera. You are simply leaders in the song service and they
are followers, all equal, but in different line of battle.

Third, choirs often make the mistake of ‘“throwing off.”” That is, if a
certain song that the majority of the members present want sung, is not sung,
they often leave the burden of singing on the chorister and organist. It is the
duty of every member of the choir to sing whatever piece is selected. Your
organist knows better what to sing than you, so when a piece is tuned open
your book to the number and ‘‘sing with the spirit and with the understanding.’’

Fourth, I speak about how to prepare songs for service. It is almostimpossible
for you to sing without first preparing to do so. You cannot impress the songs
on the mind of your congregation unless you are prepared to doso. Your con-
gregation cannot learn a song correctly from you unless you know how to sing
it correctly, and you cannot sing correctly unless you meet at practice meeting.




¢“Oh,”’ says one, ‘‘1 can read music and sing it at sight.”’

This you may do, but your ‘“gight singing’’ never reaches the best results.
You should meet for practice not less than once a week, and when you go sub-
mit to your leaders, for they know best. I have met choirs very often, and
find that in most cases there are some members of the choir who can read musie
and sing well, but they are continually trying to show the organist how to
attend to his business, and discussing worthless technicalities. Remember that
the organist was selected to fill the position, and whenever he becomes deficient
then possibly you will be selected in his stead.

Last, it is any church-member’s privilege to sing in a church choir, especially
if he is a member of that church. I have met many choirs that have tried to
debar certain members of the church from singing. No one will want to
ascend the choir stand who feels that he or she would beout of place. There
are some young single people who refuse to sing in the choir with married
people. My experience along thisline is, that people who make the best choir
members, are those who are most interested, whether they are married or
single. The individual who lets everything attract his attention, and thus
absents his attention from the choir, does not make a good member, and the

work often becomes burdensome to such a one.

In conclusion iet me advise you to do well your part in the choir. Rem=m-
ber you can work to advantage without making yourself conspicuous. Avoid
everything that will attract attention. Remember that squalling is noise and
not music. Music is a combination of harmonious sounds. In the sweet bye-
and-bye we will sing around the throne of God, praising Father, Son and Holy
Ghost.
