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PREFACE

The songs in this volume are those sung by the students at the Calhoun
Colored School and are well known throughout the Black Belt of Alabama.
I have tried to write them just as they are sung, retaining all the peculiarities
of rhythm, melody, harmony and text; but those who have heard these or
other like songs sung by the colored people of the South, will realize that it 1s
impossible to more than suggest their beauty and charm; they depend so
largely upon the quality of voice, the unerring sense of rhythm and the quaint
religious spirit peculiar to the colored people who have spent their lives on
Alabama cotton plantations, untouched by civilization.

Most of these songs are new publications, but I have included new
versions of a few that have already appeared in print, either because they are
favorites at the school, or because the Calhoun version is different enough in
music or text to warrant it.

The second edition contains in addition to the first, nine songs which were
published as a supplement in 1905, and s1x new ones.
