“ Spring ” should be a young lady. She should have a oood strong medium volce and
be able to make every word understood, both in her speaking and her singing.

She should wear a dress of pale green, trimmed with leaves.

Crocuses. A semi-chorus. Four or more will constitute a semi-chorus. About a
tenth of the whole number should generally be taken for a semi-chorus, but they may be
picked vorces.

DANDELIONS. A semi-chorus. -But one is chosen for a short speaking part.

HyaciNTas. There may be several Hyacinths, to join in choruses, but one 1s chosen
to sing a solo. |

BurrercUPs. Same with the Buttercups. The one who sings the song may speak, or
another may be chosen to take the speaking part.

Liries. There may be several lilies, but two are chosen for the duet.

GerANIUMS. One of the Geraniums takes a part in the trio.

Viorers. These flowers should be personified by the smallest children, who should be
somewhat concealed behind the other children just before they sing, but need not have
been kept there all the time.

Daisres. One is chosen for a short speaking part.

Wirp FLowers. The children personifying the Wild Flowers may take their choice
in this department.

GARDEN FrLowERs. So of the Garden Flowers.

To personify a Flower in the cantata is to be decorated or adorned with it, or to have

it in the hand—or both. No directions need be given for decoration—wreaths, clusters, etc.
are 1n order for this purpose.

Artificial flowers are generally better for the dress than real ones, as they do not break
and fall off so easily. Excellent ones may be made of paper.

The children may come on as wanted, from another room, or they may all be on the
platform at first, and come forward as they sing.

Let there be as little delay as possible in passing from one number to another.
