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EXPLANATORY.

TaE need has long been felt of a Cantata in Oratorio form for the Sunday-
school, one that includes both the scholars and the teachers who sing.

By Oratorio form is meant a somewhat connected setting of some Scripture
event, to be given book in hand, and nof committed to memory and per-
formed with action.

The difference is something like that between the Oratorio and the Opera—
indeed one might be called the Oratorio-Cantata, as the other is often called

the Operatic-Cantata.
In the first place this Cantata takes in all the members of the Sunday-

school who sing, as well as the Church Choir. It i1s not so written that 1t can
only be given by a few picked voices. |

Secondly, its aim is to illustrate fidelity to the Church of God, and not
only to present to singers and hearers a beautiful incident in the history of
the Jewish church, but to impress upon all the Christian truths therein con-
tained, viz., the delivery from the Captivity of sin, and the Way of salvation
by Jesus Christ.

Having these qualities, this Cantata is well adapted for the religious exer-
cises of the Sunday-school and Church, whether they take place on Sunday ar
on any other day.

As the Scripture character of the Oratorio does not prevent its use for con-
cert purposes when its music is attractive, there 1s no reason why thir Cane

tata may not be serviceable in the same way if its music 1s acceptable
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THE SUBJECT.

This Cantata is intended to illustrate the Jewish Feast of Tabernacles, or Harvest Festivai,
and to present a view of the teachings of the prophet Ezra.

At the Feast of Tabernacles the people dwell for one week in little tents or booths made of
evergreens, and ornamented with fruits and flowers. (See Nehemiah, eighth chapter.) (See
Smith’s ¢ Bible Dictionary,” article ¢ Feast of Tabernacles,” also D’Israeli’s Tancred.)

The Cantata represents the return of the Jews from captivity in Babylon during the reign of
Cvrus; the repose of the pilgrims on their way to Jerusalem by Ahava River, where they
prayed to God for future direction for themselves and ¢ their little ones;” and the triumphant
celebration of the Feast of Tabernacles after their return, as described in Nehemiah, when the
people made a vow “ Never again to forsake the house of the Lord.”

The Feast of the Tabernacles, or Jewish Harvest Festival and Thanksgiving, celebrated the
ingathering of the corn and vintage. The whole Jewish nation made tents or booths of the
boughs of the olive, palm, pine, and * trees with thick foliage,” and dwelt in them one week
in memory of God’s protectioh of their fathers in the wilderness. (Leviticus 23:39-44.) Several
of the Psalms were written for this Feast, and were sung by the Levitical choirs of Asaph and
Kora to the music of the great number of instruments made by David and Solomon. It was at
this feast that Christ said, “ I am the water of life,” and “ 1 am the light of the world.” Psalm
107 is supposed to have been written for the Harvest Feast described in Nehemiah, which isthe
subject of the Cantata.

In several churches where the Cantata has been given, sermons have been preached in con-
nection with the performance, describing the Feast of Tabernacles as celebrated by Soloman,
Ezra, and Judas Maccabeas, the Psalms that were written for the Feast, and its ceremonies,
music and types.

The solos may be taken by four voices, or may be distributed among more singers, as is often
done in Oratorios. If on the other hand there are but few experienced singers, the quartetts
and trio may include the soloists.

b’l‘he pc%em (No. 12) may be read by any one appointed for that purpose, or Jeshua may take
{aat part.

A cornet to play upper in the instrumental parts, and the melody in the school and full ¢cho-

uses, will be a good addition.

DECORATIONS.

Floral anel other decorations seem especially appropriate where there are gatherings of chile
dlren, and add very pleasantly to the interest of their musical performances.

Evergreens and flowers in the usual way would be the simplest. If to these were added fruits
and grains they would in this case be especially appropriate, (brought in as hereafter described.)
Another step would be to add booths or clusters of small evergreen trees or branches at the
back and sides of platform, somewhat in the shape of booths.

More complete decoration, however, would consist of imitation Palm trees and floral tents.
Palm trees may be made by attaching to the slender trunks, or rather the upper branches ot
small forest trees, (evergreen preferred) green paper leaves cut in the shape of palm leaves. A
small wire run through the leaf will kKeep it in the proper form, if the paper will not do so of it-
self. To have the leaves high enough to be out of the way, and to make the trees secure on the
platform, will require some ingenuity, but with a frame or other secure resting place for their
tr%gks, and wires (which would be invisible) to fasten them from their tops, it could be man-
ag >
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i1 order to have the tents take up as little room as possible, the center orne could be in the
form of a canopy, (fastened perhaps to the palm trees.) This the singers could be under. Small-
er tents, one on each side of the canopy, would not be so inhabitable, bnt might be used if the
room is needed.

This cantata was recently given by the Baptist Sunday Schools at Hackney, (London,) and
the decorations are thus described in the Sunday School Chronicle: “ A marked feature of the
service was the extensive decorations, the whole chapel being decorated with fiowers and
plants, the subject, ¢ Under the Palms,’ forming the plah. The platform was partly covered by
a canopy, suspended from the ceiling, formed of stripes of red and white bunting, alternating
with green leaves and vines, arranged to appear like a tent. A palm tree, overshading this,
formed the central piece, while smaller palims and ferns arranged on tables, heavily laden with
fruits, flowers, and vegetables, made up the harvest display. During the interval between the
parts, the superintendent, Mr. C. Churchill, informed the audience that the fruits, flowers, and
vegetaples, would be sent to the North-eastern Hospital for Children.”

At the Ruggles Street Baptist Sunday School, in Boston, a Jewish booth was erected for the
cccasion of the performance, such as was used at the Feast of Tabernacles. It was beautifully
decorated on the inside with flowers, and was lighted. The booth was overshadowed by palms,

At Flint, Mich., the decorations in the Presbyterian Church at the performance were as {ol-
lows: *“ Pretty tents stood about the broad platform, among the overshadowing pines and
‘¢ nalms,’ decorated with flcwers. At either corner of the platform stood lofty pyramids of flow-
ers, the one of elegant white lilies, the other of a variety of flowers. A solid rank of pots of
flowers barricaded the front, while depending from the verdant evergreens were numerous
wreaths and balls of flowers, all of which, added to the prettily attired children grouped among
them, presented a very pretty picture.” :

We would recommend the erection of a Jewish booth, as it best illustrates the scripture.

In the open spaces on the floor on each side of the platform or desk erect a light pine frame
in the form of a pyramid, cover it with evergreens and decorate with motitoes, flowers, fruits and
grains. For mottoes use selections from the old Feast of Tabernacles Psalm, s4th.

Light the booth during the Second Part. Let there be a hanging motto overhead, ** We will
not, forsake the house of our God.”—Neh. X : 39th. For the harp song, No. 36, let the singer
stand by a harp, or imitation of one, decorated with flowers. At the number * Praise ye the
Lord, we will not forsake him,” let the chorus uplift branches of evergreens in their hands,
Repeat the last chorus, the children beginning the repetitions with, “ Yes, we’re marching home
to Zion.” -

ABRIDGEMENT.

The Cantata is rather too long in its present form for Sunday School Concert Exercises.
When the performance should not extend beyond an hour and a quarter the following nume-
bers may be omitted : No. 12, 19, 26, 27, 28, 29, 47. Choral societies may wish to give the work
entire, as it is found to yield many numbers for subsequent use by the choir.

FOR CHURCH EXHIBITIONS.

A beautiful and unobjectionable Churceh Fair may be given in connection with the Cantata.
Erect several bootllis or bowers, decorate them beautifully, and in them offer artic.es for sale.
Let the waiters in Jewish costume sing the first five numbers of the Cantata at one end of the
hall. March across the hall to booths singing No. 6, and after the sale of articles in the brilliant-
ly lighted booths, sing numbers 21, 22, 23, 24, then march glowly from the hall singing No. 48,
Let the going out i)e 80 slowly done that the chorus can be rendered twice.

THE LAST CHORUS.

Should always be repeated, and the quartette, if possible, should be conspicuously placed so a8
to stand above the ehorus.

THE CHILDREN.

If possible the children should kneel in No. 16. They should stand in front of the chorus 1o
the last number,




POSITIONS.

Platforms vary so much that it would be difficult to give definite directior.s that would
apply toall. The “School,” should as far as possible, be together—not divided into two
wings without a connecting link. The infant class together, and so in front that they can
he well seen and heard ; the soloists in front center; the quartetts and choir of adult sing-
ers at their side and behind them. But each conductor must arrange according to kind
of platform and number of singers.

The rising and sitting every conductor will see how to manage. The proper attitudes
will be suggested by the words. The chorus should not be standing for Nos. 21 to 24. A#%
No. 43 where first quartett, then choir, and then chorus rises, whatever may be held in
the hand—of flowers or fruits—should be elevated on rising.
