The Orchestra. It is essential that the
orchestra have either a first violin, or a first
cornet; after that the instruments may consist
of such as are available.

The Introductions. There are introduc-
tions (or preludes) to all the songs excepting
the short hymn tunes, (which may be played
entire for an introduction.) All the orchestra
books, including the piano accompaniment,
have these introductions. (They are not in the
vocal book.) It is therefore necessary that with
an orchestra, or any of the orchestra instru-
ments, the piano accompaniment book be used.

First Violin. The first violin is written
in the first position throughout so as to be easily
played by amateurs, but will have a better
effect when played an octave higher. It plays
the melody, as a rule, butin some of the solos
it has an accompaniment part, (the melody is
cued in.) The first violin part may be used by
oboe, C cornet, C clarinet, or C melody saxo-
phone.,

Second Violin and Viola are accompany-
ing parts. They do not lead the voices.

Cello. The cello helps the bass voices where
needed, but mostly plays counter melodies and
obligatos.

Bass. The bass supports the vocal bass
throughout.

Flute and Clarinets. The flute and two
clarinets (each part in separate books) support
the melody with variations, embellishing the
melody with trills and flowery passages.

Cornets. The first cornet plays the melody
as a rule, but rests in some of the solos, with
the melody cued in. The second cornet plays
In duet form with the first cornet.

Horns. The horns, as a rule, have sustained
tones, contributing grace and beauty to the
music.

The Trombone. The trombone is an in-
dependent instrument. It helps the bass:
sometimes plays the melody, and also plays
counter melodies. The trombone part is print-
ed in both clefs, bass and treble, a separate
book for each.

 Drums. The drums are used with discre-

tion, playing only in the forte passages. Tri-
angles, bells and traps are used in the lighter
parts.

Piano (or Organ Accompaniment.)
The piano always plays the melody in the in-
troductions (or preludes). For the singing it
sometimes plays the four part harmony, but as
a rule 1t plays a strong orchestra accompani-
ment, supplying a definite rhythmical support.
Again we say that itis necessary that the piano
accompaniment book be used when any of the
orchestra instruments are used, because of the
introductions.

NOTE :—On account of the character of the music in SONGS OF PRAISE—the concert
quality of much of it, as well as its charm as music, independent of words, and the superb
orchestra arrangement, we anticipate that many orchestras, aside from Sunday schools, will buy

it for entertainment and concert uses.
