During the recent visit of the Jubilee Singers in Washington, they
were invited by Frederick Douglass to spend an evening with him
at his house. He had attended their Concert the previous evening,
and expressed himself enthusiastically with regard to it. Sald he :
“ You are doing more to remove the prejudice against our race than
ten thousand platforms could do.”” During the evening he said : ““1
can remember songs that I heard fifty years ago, when a slave.” A
strong desire was expressed by the Singers to hear some of them,
and, to their deligcht and the surprise of his family, he sang the fol-

He will be our dearest friend,

The Singers were so much pleased with the new Spiritual,’”’ that
they soon caught the melody and joined him in the refrain, and while
they were singing it the notes were taken down by the Musical Direc-
tor of the Company. Mr. Douglass afterwards said, ¢“ It was while
singing this song that the idea of escaping from slavery was first sug-
gested to my mind. As the thought grew upon me, the song became
