A Preface that should be read

GLORIA IN EXCELSIS is the outgrowth of a demand on the part of many lea i-
ing ‘educators, pastors, choir leaders, and other Christian workers, for a high-grade, dig-

- nified Hymnal for the use of our churches. To meet this demand the Twentieth Century

Committee was chosen. Several years of constant research and diligent study Fave been
devoted w0 the task. Many volumes written upon Church Music and Hymnology by the
standard authorities of this country and England have been consulted. Likewise a still
larger number of the standard hymnals of this country and Europe have been studied,
and their best features retained, to which other valuable ones have been added. The
uppermost thought has been to provide a hymnal so varied, full and rich, both in hymns
and tunes, that it would be suited to the needs of all churches. To this end only the best
hymns and tunes, upon which the Church Universal has placed its stamp of approval,
have been chosen. Many of these have come down to us as a rich inheritance of the cen-
turies, from every nation, tribe and tongue, wherein the Most High (Luke 1: 32-35) hath
teceived praise and glory through Christian song. |

TITLE.—The first Christian hymn was sung by the angels to the shepherds who were
watching over their flocks the night Jesus was born in Bethlehem of Judea. The dominant
strain of that song was “Glory to God in the Highest”—(Luke 2: 14). The early Christians
were accustomed to singing morning and evening hymns, and taking this majestic strain
as a foundation, builded a morning hymn known to us to-day as the “‘Gloria in Excelsis.”’
This hymn was sung by the early Christians as they went to their death in the days of
martyrdom. It is sung to-day by Greek, Latin and Protestant believers the world over.
Although as old as the Magnificat (Luke 1: 46-55), the Benedictus (Luke 1: 68-%9), the
Nunc Dimittis (Luke 2: 29-32), and other early Christian liymns, 1t 1s not recorded in the
New Testament Scriptures.

L=

HYMNS.—These have been selected carefully so as to cover every phase of Christian

experience and Church work and worship, and are so classified in the elaborate and logical

Order of Arrangement (page 6) that the hymns on any topic, or for any occasion, may be
instantly found. Each hymn is set to one tune, and, in this, very careful thought has been
given to securing music not merely adapted to the rhythm, but to the proper musical

‘expression of its sentiment and spiritual quality. The words are placed in the music, so

as to make it easier for the eye to follow both at the same time, thus encouraging con-
gregational singing.

Each topic begins with familiar hymns set to familiar tunes, so that hymns for
any occasion are always available. However, it is hoped that no congregation will be
content to use these only, but will study all the hymns like our forefathers. who studied
and committed to memory their hymnal as they did their Bible. |

TUNES.—Much study has been given of late years to church music, and in many
of the churches a taste has been developed for music of a higher order than the hymnals
have heretofore contained. On the other hand a large number of churches, while desiring
the best possible collection of hymns, are not sufficiently equipped to make practical use’
of a hymnal containing, from the musician’s standpoint, exclusively, tunes of the highest
order. To meet all requirements we have retained many of the favorite and very familiar
tunes, which are not considered as being up to the highest standard musically, and have,
at the same time, included the best modern and classical tunes, for such churches as are
prepared to make use of them. We wish to say, however, that the entire body of song
of this hymnal can be made available and of practical use, by the average congregation,
by a little effort. This can be easily done if the choir is carefully taught these grand
majestic tunes with the same care as is often given to anthems of many times less meric.
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Especially is this true if the melody ONLY be sung by the choir and congregation, letting
the organ carry the accompaniment as was intended by the writers of many of these majes-
tic chorals, many of which were written before four-part singing came into use. Only
a comparatively few years ago an organist was supposed to be a very poor cne, ualess he
could harmonize the melody differently each time as the stanzas were sung by the congre-
gation and choir in unison. All sources have been laid under tribute for the tunes, and in
this collection will be found the stately Ancient Chorals of Europe; the free melodies and
rich harmonies of the English School of Church music, represented by Barnby, Smart,
Hopkins, Dykes, Monk and other§; the Continental School, represented by Gounod and
Hiller: the American School, represented by Cornell and Cutler; the familiar tunes of Mason,
Woodbury, Bradbury and others, and the animated Sacred Songs of Bliss, Lowry,.Doane,
Kirkpatrick and others. The ‘“Amen’’ at the close may be sung by the choir alone, or
by choir and congregation, or omitted.

SPIRITUAL SONGS.—A few of the modern-Gospel Songs which have proven to
be of intrinsic value and practical use, have been added. Here we enter a new field, for
it has only been a few years since this form of church music originated, and the church
has hardly had sufficient time to point out to the present day compiler of a hymnal the
Gospel Songs that it deems as worthy of being perpetuated. The Gospel Song originated
in this country about fifty years ago, when our American tune writers, seeing thé change
that was being effected in secular music by Stephen A. Foster and his contemporaries
with their folk-songs, concluded to introduce this form of music into our church tunes,
and began writing songs with choruses. In $o doing they produced a transition in the
history of our devotional music, which is overlooked by many, and, while recognized by a
few, is regretted by others who have inherited their tastes from other sources. The com-
mittee believes that some of these Gospel Songs are worthy of a place in our hymnal,
although they are not as definitely pointed out, in some cases at least, as are most of our
hymns. Here we see a remarkable illustration of the law of the “‘supremacy ot excellence,”
in the fact that out of the million psalms and hymns that have been written, only a few
thousand have come down to us. Likewise, when the church has had time to separate
the wheat from the chaff, many of our Gospel Songs will be accorded a place of equal 1m-
portance with that of our hymns.

RESPONSIVE READINGS.—The words printed in italics are to be read by the
leader, the others by the congregation.

SELECTIONS FROM THE PSALMS.—It will be observed that in most cases the
verse is divided between the leader and the congregation. This division, instead of the
usual alternation of verses, is in keeping with the structure and spirit of Hebrew poetry,
through all of which runs the principle of parallelism. A very large majority of verses of
the Psalms and other poetical parts of the Old Testament fall naturally into two lines or
sections, the second repeating or enforcing the thought of the first. The structure of the
Psalms suggests that in their original use in the Temple service they were sung respon-
sively by two choirs. For example, to the line:

“The earth is the Lord’s and the fulness thereof,”
would come the response echoing the thought in other words,
“The world and they that dwell therein.”

By following these natural divisions in our public use of the Psalms we will have not
merely alternate reading, which has the merit of keeping the congregation interested, but
true responsive reading, in which the change of speakers and the answering of congregation
to minister serves to exhibit the beauty and enforce the truth of these inspired poems.

The usual numbering of the verses is preserved so that any congregation which wishes
to follow the custom of reading alternate verses will find no difficulty in so doing. But
the other practice is strongly recommended.

most serious and impressive of all the church services.

KEvery chance for mockery
should be removed. The congregation should approach
the pool with prayer and sacred songs. If the following
service 1s carefully used it will insure the solemnity
and dignity that should accompany every baptism. It
can readily be adapted to any number of candidates.
The service should never be hurried; always finish the
reading of the verse or song before baptizing the can-
didate. Iet an elder or other good reader read the
service.

~ The reader takes his place at the reading desk, keep-
ing the congregation singing appropriate hymns until
the minister and candidates are prepared.]

I will send my terror before thee, and
will discomfit all the people to whom thou
shalt come, and I will make all thine ene-
mies turn their backs unto thee.

And I will send the hornet befove thee,
which shall drive out the Hivite, the (Ca-
naanite, and the Hiltite, from before thee.

I will not drive them out from before
thee in one year; lest the land become des-

olate, and the beast of the field multiply
against thee,

By little and little I will drive them out
Jrom beforve thee, until thouw be incveased, and
inhevit the land.

And I will set thy border from the Red
Sea even unto the sea of the Philistines,
and from the wilderness unto the River:
for I will deliver the inhabitants of the land
into your hand; and thou shalt drive them
out before thee.

Thou shalt make no covenant with them,
noy with thewr gods.

| They shall not dwell in thy land, lest
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they make thee sin against me: for if thou
serve their gods, it will surely beé a snare
unto thee. |

IX.

The Anger of Moses.

Exodus 32: 15-28.

And Moses turned, and went down from
the mount, with the two tables of the testimony
1 his hand,; tables that werve written on both
thetr sides,; on the one side and on the other
were they written.

Then Moses stood in the gate of the
camp, and said, Whoso is on the ILord’s
side, let him come unto me. And all the
sons of Levi gathered themselves together
unto him.

And he said unto them, Thus saith the

Lovd, the God of Isvael, Put ye every man his
sword upon his thigh, and go to and fro from
gate lo gate thvoughout the camp, and slay
every man his brother, and every man his
| companion, and every man his neighbor.

And the sons of Levi did according to
| the word of Moses: and there fell of the
people that day about three thousand men.

Joshua renews the Covenant with Israel.
Joshua 24: 1-8; 13-22.
And Joshua gathered all the tribes of

[srael to Shechem, and called for the elders of E.
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Now therefore fear the Lord, and serve |

him in sincerity and in truth: and put
away the gods which your fathers served
beyond the River, and in Egypt; and serve
ye the Lord.

And if it seem evil unto you to sevve the
Lovd, choose you this day whom ye will sevve,
whether the gods which your fathers sevved
that weve beyond the River, ov the gods of the
Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as jfor
me and my house, we will serve the Lovd.

And the people answered and said, God
forbid that we should forsake the Lord, to
serve other gods;

For the Lovd our God, he it is that brought
us and our jathers up out of the land of
Egypt, from the house of bondage, and that
did those great signs in our sight, and pre-
sevved us in all the way whevein we went,
and among all the peoples thrvough the midst
of whom we passed.

And the Lord drave out from before us
all the peoples, even the Amorites which
dwelt in the land: therefore we also will
serve the Loord:; for he is our God.

And Joshua said unito the people, Ye can-
not sevve the Lovd; for he is an holy God,; r’e
s a jealous God; he will not forgive your
IYansgvessions nov Yyouv Sins.

If ye forsake the Lord, and serve strange
gods, then he will turn and do you evil,
and consume you, after that he hath done
you good.

And the people said unto Joshua, Nay,; but
we will sevve the Lord.

And Joshua said unto the people, Ye are
witnegsses against yourselves that ye have
chosen you the Lord, to serve him. And
they said, We are witnesses.

Naomt and Ruth.

Ruth 1: 8-11; 14-22,

And Naomi said unto hev two daughlers
in law, Go, veturn each of you to hev mother’s
house: the Lovd deal kindly with you, as ye
have deall with the dead, and with me.

So they two went until they came to Beth-
lehem. And it came to pass, when they
were come to Beth-lehem, that all the city
was moved about them, and the women
said, Is this Naomi?

and I am but a little child, I know not how
lo g0 out ov come in.

And thy servant is in the midst of thy
people which thou hast chosen, a great peo-
ple, that cannot be numbered nor counted
for multitude.

Give thy servant thevefore an undevstanding
heart to judge thy people, that I may discern
between good and evil,; for who is able to judge
this thy great people?

And the speech pleased the ILord, that
Solomon had asked this thing.

And God said unto him, Becawuse thou hast
asked this thing, and hast not asked for thy-
self long life; neither hast asked riches for
thyself, nov hast asked the life of thine ene-
maes; but hast asked for thyself understanding

And he said, I have been very jealous for
the ILord, the God of hosts; for the chil-

dren of Israel have forsaken thy covenant,
thrown down thine altars, and slain thy
prophets with the sword; and I, even 1
only, am left; and they seek my life, tc
take it away.

Ezra’s Coniession and Prayer,
Ezra- 9: I'_15¢

Now when these things weve done, the
princes drvew neay unto me, saying, 1he peo-
ple of Israel, and the priests and the Leviles,
have not separvated themselves from the peoples
of the lands, doing according to their abomi-

nations, even of the Canaanites, the Hilliles,

Vhe Pevizzites, the Jebusiles, the Ammonites,
ihe Moabites, the Egyptians, and the Amorites.

For thev have taken of their daughters
Jor themselves and for their sons; so that
yhe holy seed have mingled themselves with
vhe peoples of the lands: yea, the hand of
the princes and rulers hath been chief in
vhis trespass.

And when I hear I this thing, I rvent my
oarment and my mantle, and plucked off the
haiy of my head and of my beard, and saf
town astonied.

Then were assembled unto me every one
that trembled at the words of the God of
Israel, because of the trespass of them of
the captivity; and I sat astonied until the
evening oblation.

And at the evening. oblation I arvose up
from my humiliation, even with my gavment
and my mantle vent;, and 1 fell upon my
knees, and spread out my hands unito the
Lovd my God,;

And I said, O my God, I am ashamed

and blush to lift up my face to thee, my |

God: for our iniquities are increased over
our head, and our guiltiness 1s grown up
unto the heavens. -

Since the days of our fathers we have been
exceeding gutlly unlo this day; and for our
iniquities have we, ouv Rings, and our priests,
been deliveved into the hands of the kings of
the lands, to the sword, to captivity, and fto
spoiling, and to confusion of face, as it is this
day.

And now for a little moment grace hath
been shewed from the IL.ord our God, to
leave us a remnant to escape, and to give
us a nail in his holy place, that our God
may lighten our eyes, and give us a little
reviving in our bondage,

For we ave bondmen,; yet our God hath not
Jorsaken us in our bondage, but hath extended
mercy unto us in the sight of the kings of
Fersia, to give us a reviving, to set up the
house of our God, and lo repaiv the ruins
therveof, and to give us a wall in Judah and
in Jevusalem.

And now, O our God, what shall we say
after this? for we have forsaken thy com-
mandments,

Which thow hast commanded by thy seruv-
ants the prophets, saying, The land, wunio
which ye go to possess it, is an unclean land
through the uncleanness of the peoples of the
lands, thrvough thetr abominations, which have
filled it from one end to another with thewr
Jilthiness.

Now therefore give not your daughters
unto their sons, neither take their daughters
unto your sons, nor seek their peace or their
prosperity for ever: that ye may be strong,
and eat the good of the land, and leave it
for an inheritance to your children for ever.

And after all that is come upon us jforv our
evil deeds, and for our great guilt, seeing that
thou our God hast punished us less than ouy
iniquilies desevve, and hast given us Such a
vemnant,

Shall we again break thy commandments,
and join in affinity with the peoples that
do these abominations? wouldest not thou
be angry with us till thou hadst consumed
us, so that there should be no remmnant,
nor any to escape?’

O Lovd, the God of Israel, thou art right-
eous, for we ave left a vemnant that is escaped,
as it is this day.: behold, we are before thee in
our gutltiness, fov none can stand beforve thee -
because of thus.

Wine is a mocker, strong dvink a brawler;
and whosoever ervveth theveby is not wise.

Who hath woe? who hath sorrow? who
hath contentions? who hath complaining ?

who hath wounds without cause? who hath
redness of eyes?

They that tarry long at the wine; they thal
20 lo seek out mixed wine.
Look not thou upon the wine when it 1s

red, when it giveth its color in the cup,
when it goeth down smoothly:

At the last it bitelth like a serpent, and
stingelh like an adder.
